TOMIS – CONSTANTA



The origins of Tomis city – today Constanta interwove in the past, up to the legends mistery of the Greek antiquity. This mythical town took part into the phantastic life of heroes and Gods, in a time when the poetry embellished in wonders people deeds. If we leave the legends and enter the history, where people deeds mean traces and memories, we notice that Tomis birth was normal, similar to other Pontic cities of that time. The most hospitable Blak sea bays attrackted even from older times first the Phaenician sailors and than the Romans.

TOURISTICAL OBJECTIVES



The Roman Mosaic, situated in Ovidiu Square, discovered in 1959, is a vast complex built in three terraces, linking the antique town level and that of the port in the same period.

Museum of National History and Arhaeology building, situated in Ovidiu Square, was built between 1911-1921, being destined to the city Townhall.
The Orthodox Cathedral of the Saint Apostles Petru and Paul was built based on projects of the architect Ion Micu.

The Catholic Church Saint Anthony dated from 1937. The monument respects a basilica plan, specific to the Northern Italy.
The Mosque “Carol I”, monument of the city architecture, the main building of the Moslims in Constanta. It was built by the Romanian state in 1910.
The Casino. A monumental building, dominating the sea wall at portis end. The Casino housed in its performance hall numerous artistical companies, orchestras until Wold War II, later on, only the restaurant was open.



Adamclisi Triumphal Monument, visible from a great distance, was raised by the emperor Trajan, during 106-109 A. D. The monument is one of the greatest commemorative symbols of the antiquity built in an  original architectural manner. It represents an important Latin civilization evidence at the Lower Danube, being considered together with Trajanis column from Rome a real birth document of the Romanian people.

HISTORY OF    CONSTANTA

In the today’s perimeter of Constanta, there were discovered proofs of human existence about 120.000 years old, from the Middle Paleolithic. The many archeological discoveries represent true revelations for the specialists and prove the human society evolution with changes and innovations from the old ages - Neolithic, Bronze, Iron - but, also local and original peculiarities of the native population, with Indo-European origin, the Traco-Geti, the oldest inhabitants of this region.

These were the historical premises, written in one sentence, which had driven to the settlement of the antiques fortress Tomis - Constanta today - during the Greek colonization of the Pontus Euxinus area (7th-5th century B.C.) The Greeks, arrived here, have found a Getic native settlement. They have, first, founded an "emporion" that evolved till the Hellenistic period till the level of "polis" with all its attributions (4th and 3rd centuries B.C.)

The importance of Tomis grew during 3rd and 1st centuries B.C. In this period huge wealth are accumulated due to the economical development, based on the harbor activity and enables the town-planning flourishing of the city, after the model of the Milet fortress.

In the 1st century B.C. on this territory, between the Lower Danube and the Black Sea, come the Romans. The Roman ruling (1st – 3rd centuries) modifies positively the geopolitical and economical status of the region, an economical and cultural growth is seen. Tomis is consolidated, the harbor become very active, the city knows a great town-planning activity. Here lived in exile, for 8 years, 8-17 A.C.) the poet Publius Ovidius Naso. 

"Pax Romana" is followed by the barbarians invasions, the first wave was during 3rd and 4th centuries. The city survives and become the residence of the province Scythia Minor, in the context of the break up of the Roman Empire. There were difficult moments, with dramatic episodes and situation changes. Tomis from the Roman-Byzantine period was an important Christian religion center. The Christianity practices here were of apostolic origin due to the Saint Apostle Andrew. But the city has also a political and military role, 5th – 7th centuries, during the migratory waves – Huns, Slavs, Bulgarians, Petchengs, Cumanians and the last ones the Tartars and Turks.

The name of Constanta dates from the Byzantine ruling when Tomis appears in Byzantine and later Italian documents, as Constantia, after an important imperial Roman family. But the city images changes, become more rural after the devastating Barbarian migrations. In the 10th – 13th centuries the city will participate, as and urban center of some importance, at the period events and continue its harbor life. In this period the maritime trade was dominated by Italians, those from Genoa being the most important. Today, still exists a construction from that period, the "Genoese Light-house", reminding us the famous Genoese merchants.

In the 14th century another empire is in expansion in this region, the Turkish Empire. Dobrogea and is residence town, Constanta, are integrated in a Turkish province, being conquered by military force, starting with the 15th century till the end of the 19th century, when, after the independence War from 1877-1978, the province of Dobrogea is back in the Romanian state borders.

Only at this date begins the modern development of Dobrogea. Constanta, due to the harbor, was the "lung of the Romania" as the first Romanian king, Carol I, said. The most important development of Constanta, mostly of the harbor, was between 1878-1914. After the building of the bridge across the Danube, between 1890-1895, by the famous Romanian engineer Anghel Saligny, the longest bridge in Europe, and the 3rd in the world at that moment, the Romanian Maritime Service was founded, and the maritime line Constanta - Constantinopole was opened, the harbor was modernized but a great reconstruction plan (1985-1909), with installations, warehouses, silos; the harbor traffic grows constantly, hundred of ships under all flags boarding at its piers. Romanian Maritime Service had an important fleet, its ships navigating on the "Oriental line" (Constanta-Constantinopol-Alexandria), on the "Archipelago line" (Constanta-Pireu-Salonic) and on the "Occidental line" (Constanta-Rotterdam). The necessary infrastructure was built: railways and roads. Many beautiful buildings were built in this period that are still up and make the city image nicer. 

During the First World War (1914-1918) the city had many losses, The Germans and mostly the Bulgarians made a lot of destructions, putting end to the most flourishing period of the town.

Between the two World Wars (1918-1940) the city economical and commercial development is resumed strictly to the harbor activity. Constanta made 70% from the total maritime traffic of the country. In this period the ship-building yard is developed, becoming, till the Second World War, the most powerful enterprise from the region, having the biggest work force concentrated here.

The Second World War meant again foreign occupation, destructions and material losses caused by the Soviet plunder after the war, under the for of "compensations", which practically destroyed the Romanian fleet and subordinated the Harbor to the interest of the occupants, our "friend" for 50 years. The communist regime maintained Constanta as the first maritime harbor of the country and accorded it the necessary importance from this point of view. In parallel, due to the Soviet type industrialization, the city knew a great development, mostly between 1960-1975. The ship yard was extended (for 150.000 tdw ships), the commercial fleet grew (around 250 ship in 1985), also grew the number of factories, the see side was developed for tourist purposes, realities that have to be mentioned for the correctness of the information. After December 1989, the city remains the second town after Bucharest and seeks new development directions.

History

Incontestable archeological documentary proves show the existance – from the 6th century B.C (before Christ) - of the city Tomis, on the same place that represents Constanta city today.

Tomis was founded as a result of the Greek’s settlement on the “Pontus Euxin” land, starting to be a city from the 4th century B.C. The importance of Tomis raise during the regnal of Constantin The Great – from where the actual name of constantza is barrowed. Under the cavalcade of the migratory population, and  under obedience of the ottoman Emperor, the city was destroyed many times . We can talk about a real upgrade of the city only after the independence war (1878), when the province was returned to the Mother-Country.  A second step in enlargement of the city was in the interwar period, the next moment in it’s evolution being the 1989 revolution.  The cultural life of the city is materialized by the activity of five theatres, five museums, and a scientific field research.

Constanta’s Geography

Constanta city is situated in Constanta county in the south east part of Romania, on the Black Sea coast. The administrative area is 1121.66 square kilometers. Northern part of the city is situated the spa Mamaia, beach being layed for 6 km orientated east. The port of Constantza is the main port of Romania at Black Sea and the 4th as importance in Europe, layed on a area of 3182 ha

The name of Anghel Saligny is connected in one way or another to allmost all of the regions of my country, but especially to Constanta due to the Cernavoda bridge over the Danube and due to the harbour of Constanta.


The Cernavoda bridge, named the bridge “Carol I-st”, was inaugurated on the 14th of September 1895, in the presence of king Carol. Fifteen railway engines, dressed with flowers and  waveing flags under clouds of steam, were rushing across the Danube with 70 km/hour.

The bridge had, at that time, the greatest bridge arch span from the Central Europe. 


In August 1899, Anghel Saligny was incharged with leading the work for building of Constanta Harbour. The inauguration of the harbour took place after an intense 15 year work.


Through his work, Anghel Saligny succeeded to unite Dobrogea to Romania´s mainland

PUBLIUS OVIDIUS NASO
Publius Ovidius Naso (Sulmona, March 20, 43 BC – Tomis, now Constanta AD 17) Roman poet known to the English-speaking world as Ovid, wrote on topics of love, abandoned women, and mythological transformations. Ranked alongside Virgil and Horace as one of the three canonical poets of Latin literature, Ovid was generally considered the greatest master of the elegiac couplet. His poetry, largely imitated during Late Antiquity and the Middle Ages, had a decisive influence on European art and literature for centuries.

From his own time until the end of Antiquity Ovid was among the most widely read and imitated of Latin poets; his greatest work, the Metamorphoses, also seems to have enjoyed the largest popularity. What place Ovid may have had in the curriculum of ancient schools is hard to determine: no body of antique scholia survives for any of his works, but it seems likely that the elegance of his style and his command of rhetorical technique would have commended him as a school author, perhaps at the elementary level.

Ovid wrote in elegiac couplets, with two exceptions: his lost Medea, whose two fragments are in iambic trimeter and anapests, respectively, and his great Metamorphoses, which he wrote in dactylic hexameter, the meter of Virgil's Aeneid and Homer's epics. Ovid offers an epic unlike those of his predecessors, a chronological account of the cosmos from creation to his own day, incorporating many myths and legends about supernatural transformations from the Greek and Roman traditions.

Augustus banished Ovid in AD 8 to Tomis on the Black Sea for reasons that remain mysterious. Ovid himself wrote that it was because of an error and a carmen – a mistake and a poem (Tr. 2.207). The error itself is uncertain. Ovid may have had an affair with a female relative of Augustus, or withheld knowledge of such an affair. The carmen, however, is probably his Ars Amatoria, a didactic poem offering amatory advice to Roman men and women, which had been in circulation for several years.

It was during this period of exile -- more properly known as a relegation -- that Ovid wrote two more collections of poems, called Tristia and Epistulae ex Ponto, which illustrate his sadness and desolation away from Rome. Even though he was friendly with the natives of Tomis, he still pined for Rome and his beloved third wife. Many of the poems are addressed to her, but also to Augustus, whom he calls Caesar and sometimes God, to himself, and even sometimes to the poems themselves, which expresses his heart-felt solitude. The famous first two lines of the Tristia demonstrate the poet's misery from the start:

THE BLACK SEA
The Black Sea (known as the Euxine Sea in antiquity) is an inland sea between southeastern Europe and Asia Minor. It is connected to the Mediterranean Sea by the Bosporus and the Sea of Marmara, and to the Sea of Azov by the Strait of Kerch.

There is a net inflow of seawater through the Bosporus, 200 km³ per year. There is an inflow of freshwater from the surrounding areas, especially central and middle-eastern Europe, totalling 320 km³ per year. The most important river entering the Black Sea is the Danube. The Black Sea has an area of 422,000 km² and a maximum depth of 2210 m.

Countries bordering on the Black Sea are Turkey, Bulgaria, Romania, Ukraine, Russia, Georgia. The Crimea is an Autonomous Republic of Ukraine.

Important cities along the coast include: Istanbul (formerly Constantinople and Byzantium), Burgas, Varna, Constanţa, Yalta, Odessa, Sevastopol, Kerch, Novorossiysk, Sochi, Sukhumi, Batumi, Trabzon, Samsun.

WHY TURISTS ARE VISITING CONSTANTZA?

After Danube Delta, Romanian Black Sea Coast is the second place to see in Romania. On the other hand, considering the large number of Romanian and foreign tourists, I could say it's the main place to visit. Romanian seashore extends on 245 km, having as limit points Vama Veche, to the South and Chilia branch of the Danube Delta to the North. The Romanian "Riviera" is made up of a continuous belt of seaside resorts: Navodari, Mamaia, Constanta, Eforie Nord, Eforie Sud, Techirghiol, Costinesti, Olimp, Neptun, Jupiter, Aurora, Venus, Saturn, Mangalia and 2 Mai. Wide and having soft sands, the beaches have mild slopes going into the sea, thus being accessible to children and to those who cannot swim. The transition climate, between the steppe and the marine ones, has Mediterranean influences in its Southern part. The marine breeze calms down the heat. 

  
But Dobrudja and its access to the Black Sea may arouse visitors' interest and make them enjoy their stay there any other time of the year due to its unique mixture of natural sights and historic attractions. 

 
For in the area a pleasant surprise is to discover traditional villages and rural civilization not far from modern seaports, vineyards, orchards, ancient monuments and remnants along with a whole network of modern holiday resorts situated along the Romanian shore of the Black Sea. Warmed up by the sun all summer long, that is from May until September, the sea which has been called for centuries Pontus Euxinus or the Hospitable Sea is still there, awaiting for visitors to come and have a good time.
 
The main urban settlement of the area is Constantza, a seaport to the Black Sea and one of the most important cities of Romania, situated in the south-east of the country. Constantza, with its charter flights during the summer, is also accessible by road, by railway or by water. It is a lively city where one will find it worthwhile to spend a few days and learn about a glorious ancient past, or simply about day-to-day life in a Romanian trade and tourism destination. 
 
Some 10 main resorts of the Romanian Black Sea shore are stringing southwards along the coast, while Mamaia lies a few thousand metres north to Constanta. Romanian Sea resorts rank among the very few beaches in Europe which can offer all day long sunlight. Romanian beaches are sloping gently under the waters of the sea, thus allowing sea-bathing and walking on the sea. The sand beaches are generally natural ones, 400-500 m wide at Mangalia and Techirghiol, and 50-200 m wide on the rest of the littoral. But beaches are not the only assets of the Black Sea coast. By storing it, the Black Sea influences the thermal aspect of local seasons along the coast, resulting in comparatively longer summers and mild autumns. The healing mud used in treatments is of a high therapeutic value. Last but not least, this entire complex of water, sand, air and sun is a beneficial one, with significant results in thalassotherapy and psamotherapy, which most often would work miracles for those come to restore their health. But medical therapy is not the only reason one may find to visit Romanian seaside resorts: they also provide a wide range of possibilities for leisure tourism, including tennis and miniature golf, bowling, riding horses or scooters. Leisure facilities of the Romanian resorts are mainly attractive for family tourism though Neptun and Olimp for instance are much appreciated for their lively nightlife in clubs, bars, taverns and discos. Between these two "extremes", youngsters will always prefer Costinesti, a youth "planet" with its own games, shows, contests and ways of entertainment
