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Tehran is usually enveloped in a cloud of smog and, in recent years, due to the increase in the population, the pollution problem has worsened. 

The government has announced different steps to fight the problem, but none so far have been effective. Cars are mainly to blame for Tehran's heavy pollution. the geographical position of the city, which sits in a basin surrounded by mountains, worsens the pollution.
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In addition to the air pollution, pollutant substances, drinking water and purification of the water resources flowing in the sewage system and inter-city transportation are among the issues that should be dealt with in Tehran and other major cities of Iran.

Many industrial companies, our cars, and some tools that we use, pollute the air.

We have done a little to help this matter. Some of the activities my friends and I have 
done at school so far are:
Protecting our natural environment (beach clearing)
Sometimes our school arranges us camping trips. One of them was a one day trip to 
Lavasan. There is a beautiful lake there , but it is so polluted by rubbish and other 

pollutants that we got really heartbroken  when we reached the beach.  We worked 
hard and cleaned some parts of the beach and removed a lot of rubbish from the 
water.
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We also distributed some bags among people there and asked them not to throw their rubbish into the water or on the beach.
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Planting some flowers trees

We made plans for creating a garden in our school and planting some daffodil & tulip bulbs in it. Later we faced some difficulties due to lack of suitable place in our school. So we had to prepare a number of pots and plant 40 daffodil and 20 tulip bulbs in pots.
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We regularly take care of our daffodils and tulips until they bloomed.
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March5 is Planting Tree Day in Iran. Iranian respect this day by planting trees all 
over the country. We planted some trees and rose bushes in our school garden on 
this day.
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Making solar cookers and solar powered machines 
It is estimated that one billion people suffer from hunger. Solar cookers can reduce 
the amount of people who go hungry.  It gives people another alternative, a new 
choice with many advantages.  UNICEF estimates that solar cooking could help over 
200 million households. 

So we have designed and built several kinds of solar cookers and other solar 
powered machines such as a machine for distilling water and a machine for 
drying fruits.  We’ve used aluminum foil and recycled boxes to build our solar 
powered machines.
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We displayed our machines in annual exhibition and environment conference held by our school and Clean Energy Symposium in Saee Park in Tehran.
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Learning about water pollution sources
Water pollution is a serious problem in Iran. In order to learn about this and  make 

others aware we made a small model of water pollution sources. In our model we 
showed leaks of oil, power stations, waste from houses, hospital trashes, acid rain and farm manures as sources of water pollution. We will display our model in our 
school annual exhibition next month.
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Hosting  conferences on environmental issues

Up to now our school has held 2 conferences on environmental issues. Next month 
we are going to hold our third conference. The participants are all the students and 
teachers of our school, students and teachers from other schools, students’ parents, 
experts on environmental issues and local officials. The students presents all the 
environmental activities and projects they have done throughout the year. In addition 
to presentations and exhibition of the students' works the school invite an expert to 
talk us about environment and answer our questions. These annual conferences are 
very interesting and beneficial.
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We are working on better solutions, too. Because it is an extremely important matter 
to have a clean air to breathe and enjoy of it. 
The air pollution can also destroy the ozone layer and make holes in it.

The ozone layer is a type of oxygen (O3) which is at the distance of 15-50 kilometers 
from the earth and protects it from the ultraviolet radiation of the sun.

So, the air pollution can cause global warming, too.
