St. Spass Cathedral
The Cathedral of the Saviour
· At the intersection of Bolshevikov and Spasskaya streets there stands the cathedral of St. Spass (the Saviour), which was one of the most beautiful and magnificent buildings of old Vyatka. 

· In ancient times on this site there stood a woooden church of St. Trinity. It was burnt down to ashes in one of the great fires. A new church was erected and sanctified in 1693 in honor of Spass-Not-Made-With-Hand. In 1797 a stone edifice was built. 

· A legend says , in 17th century on the central façade of the wooden church there hung an ancient icon depicting Spass.
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
