By engaging themselves in politics, the youth can bring out policies for the betterment of the environment and also make their presence felt in politics. Young people are often the target of commercials, not just because of any disposable income they may possess, but because corporations aim at establishing high-consumption patterns that will last a lifetime. This kind of targeted advertising can be resisted, especially if its consequence is to draw youth into a lifestyle characterized by excessive consumption. Environmental education is one way of equipping young people with the necessary cognitive skills to recognize and withstand the pressures of advertising. Another solution is that youth must take lead in promoting active participation in environmental awareness programmes.
