WEATHER IN TOLMIN
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 Summer in Tolmin begins at the end of May or beginning of June and ends in late August, in the last few years, it often happens that the heat waves also come to us in September, and that’s why summer continues into September. Sometimes it heats up and stays hot until the end of the summer, but sometimes  it cools off in June and the temperatures are around 15 ° C. July and August are the warmest months of the year. The average summer temperatures  are between from 25 to 30 ° C. Sometimes even heat waves hit Tolmin and they last one to two weeks, at time like that temperatures rise up  to 35 ° C, or even more. 
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 During the summer, it doesn’t rain a lot, rain usually falls in the forms of thunderstorms and downpours. During the storms usually falls the hail and sleet. When it comes down to that, the atmosphere is a little cooler, but with this there is a high humidity in the air and we have a feeling that it is much hotter than it actually is. Last year Tolmin even experienced floods. 
First days of spring bring major problems for people who have an allergy to pollen. Temperatures range from 5 ° C to 20 ° C. [image: image11.jpg]
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Mornings are very cold, but the temperatures rise in the afternoon.  The summer as well as spring are dominated by cloudy weather with short sunny periods and frequent showers and thunderstorms. 
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Weather in Tolmin in autumn is mostly rainy. The wettest month is November. The air becomes colder. The average temperature in September is around 16° C, 11° C in October and 6° C in November. 
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Winters are usually very cold. First cooling starts in the October mornings, but the air pleasantly warms up during the day. It becomes colder in November. Usually there is frost in the mornings. 
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The first snow falls in November or in December. Usually it is about 10 to 15 cm or even more. Temperatures are ranging from -5 to 10 at night and during the day when the sun is shining the temperatures rise up to 15 ° C. 
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Snow usually doesn't stay long and that causes a lot of slush. 
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Usually there are a lot of strong winds blowing and that causes various snowdrifts. Snow may persist until the beginning of March unless it's cold , in that case it remains even longer.  
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
