Day # 1 Islamabad/Rawalpindi:

    Day #10 Baltistan:

Stay healthy

Visitors are strongly advised to refrain from drinking tap water; many Pakistani locals themselves drink boiled or purified water. Take every precaution to drink only boiled, filtered or bottled water. Tap water is known to contain many impurities. Ice is usually made from regular tap-water, and mat be even harder to avoid. Fresh milk from the carrier should be boiled and cooled before consumption. Non-pasteurized dairy can spread tuberculosis. Nestle Milk Pak, Haleeb Milk, and others are trusted brands and are available at most grocery stores. 

Take precautions against malaria, which is spread by mosquitoes. The first and most effective way is to avoid getting bitten, but if you plan to stay in a place where malaria is common, you may need to eat prophylactic medicine as well. The risk of getting Malaria decreases with higher altitudes. 

In the summer it gets very hot. Be careful to stay hydrated. 

Do not eat food that has been lying out for some time, as high temperatures speed up deterioration. Avoid posh but unfrequented restaurants. 

Some Pakistani dishes can be very spicy! Always notify your host, cook or waiter if you can not take very spicy food. 

Tuberculosis is common in some regions. Be careful of the people with a hacking cough

You will see children playing in the warm stream and families picnicking on the bank. The water is full of minerals .It offers relief from the dry and dusty surrounding land. 

·  Rustaq Fort: One of the most beautiful forts in Oman. 

After that, we will take them to Sur on the fifth day.

· Sur is famous for its traditional shipbuilding

It is an old port .It is 310 km from the capital. It played a major part in the trade between Oman, East Africa and India. In Sur, They can see the harbor and the boat yards. They can see dhows and follow building process. 

On the sixth and seventh day, we will take them to Jebel Akhdar.

· Jebel Akhdar : or the Green Mountain
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The road to Jabel Akhdar is well maintained but steep. It leads to Wadi Muaydin a good place for walks and picnics.  Jabel  Akhdar is important for its agriculture and strategic position. It is well known for its seasonal fruits such as pomegranates, peaches, apricots, almonds, walnuts and roses. 
In the eighth and ninth day, we will take them to Nizwa.
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Nizwa is famous for its copper and silver handicrafts. It was the political and cultural capital of Oman for centuries.   It was known as the "the pearl of Islam" because many scholars, religious leaders and scientists lived there. 

· Nizwa fort: The fort is among the oldest in Oman. It was built by Imam Sultan bin Saif Al Yaarubi. It was built for driving the Portuguese from Oman in 1650. 
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They can buy souvenirs in Nizwa souq (market). Nizwa souq is clearly visible on the left as you enter the town coming from Muscat the capital. It is surrounded by a sturdy wall with beautiful large wooden doors opening to the court yards and shops. They can buy copper and silver jewellery and other craft items. 

In Nizwa, they can stay in Nizwa Hotel to have rest before visiting nearby towns.

After that, on the tenth day we will take them to Al Hamra, Misfah and Bahla.

· Al Hamra  and Misfah
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 It is known as Hamra Al Abriyeen with reference to the Al Abri Tribe who live there. Some of the oldest preserved houses in Oman can be found in Al Hamra. Many of the houses have two stories.The ceilings were made of palm beams and fronds topped by mud and straw. They can visit the souq (market) and watch the halwa maker in the only halwa shop still operating in the old souq. Halwa is a jelly – like dessert used for all occasions. It is made of brown sugar, eggs, flour, milk and rose water and there is famous factory for making halwa in Barka. 

· In Misfah , they can see houses clinging to the rocks which attracts so many tourists 

· Bahla : which is a ( World Heritage Site  ) 
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The town was surrounded with a 12 km long wall much of it is still standing. The wall has 7 main gates to protect the town from invaders. Bahla has been described as a magical town. It was well know for [image: image15.jpg]


sorcerers and as a centre for magic in the past. Bahla Fort is the oldest fort in Oman. It has been enlisted as a part of world heritage by UNESCO. Bahla is also famous for its potteries which are well worth a visit. 
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On the eleventh and twelfth day, we will take them to Musandam: It is the smallest and most northerly region in of Oman. It covers an area of approximately 3,000 square kilometers. It is separated from the rest of the country by the United Arab Emirates. It is mountainous and has isolated and harsh environment.            

· Then we will take them to Salalah for two days.  
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Salalah has nice and cold weather in summer because of the monsoon winds.  It rains a lot and all the area becomes green. You can see green mountains, parks and beautiful beaches like Almagsayle beach. 
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It is very beautiful and many tourists go there and enjoy with their family. 

Salalah has many coconut and frankincense trees. 

In Salalah, they can see:

· Al-Balid and Samhuram ancient cities.

· Jarzeez springs: It is one of the most beautiful springs in Dhofar region. 

· Nabi Ayoub (Jacob) Tomb: The tomb can be found in the mountains about 40 km from Salalah. 
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Salalah Museum: This interesting museum displays the Al Musnad writings, ancient scripts and coins dating back to the 11th century. 

· Salalah craftsmen souq: It is one of the most important souqs (markets) for handicrafts. It has many shops that sell pottery, leather goods, frankincense, incense and other types of handicrafts.
