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What do you think about school?

Every student has a totally different opinion about school and its purpose. Many would say they hate it, some would say you can’t do anything without it and others might say they have fun at school and otherwise their life would have been boring. Only one thing is certain… opinions change as the years go by, just think about your first impression about school. Does it make any sense for you now? Probably not, but it makes perfect sense for the first grade kids. For example, Andrada’s favourite thing in the whole wide world is to learn, that’s why she says that the first school day was the best. Both Rãzvan and Andreea had wanted to go to school since they were two years old, at least that’s what they say. All of them like school, their teacher, they get along perfectly with their colleagues… no problems, worries or stress, everything in their life is colored shining pink. If you ask them what do they want to become when they’ll grown up, they’ll look at you as if you were suppose to know the answer… it’s simply natural that girls want to be nurses, to help ill people, and the boys policemen because they want to catch the bad guys. 

As you get older, school gets harder; you gotta handle tests, bad marks and stressing teachers. Actually it’s not as bad as it may sound, people don’t say in vain that high school years are some of the best in your life, you make lots of friends and party a lot with them. But when school becomes too stressful and you think everybody is against you…the Students’ Council comes to the rescue.

If you want to find out what Students’ Council is about, Sebi Muntean is the person to talk to. He is president of both the Students’ Council from our school and the district Students’ Council. 

 The Students’ Council is formed by a group of students, two from every V-XII class, who met whenever there is a problem to debate. Such groups have existed in almost every high school since the 90’, but only in 2001 they merged into district councils. The Students’ Council Cluj was formed by 22 high schools with the goal of representing the students’ rights in front of the institutions of the state.

It is organized in 7 departments: social, cultural, sports & entertainment, ecology, public relations, financial relations and last, but not least defending students’ rights.

One of the main tasks that the Students’ Council has is to inform students about everything that might concern them because they rather listen to what students like themselves have to say than others. The best way to do this is through projects. 
    Anti-drug projects are probably the most important because statistics show that most drug addictives start out of curiosity or group pressure and aren’t aware of the risks that even one dose might have. “Fă-i praf fără prafuri” proposes sports as an alternative to drugs. It had two parts, one informing students about the dangerous effects of drugs and the other one consisted in sports championships. A proof of the project’s success is the large number of high schools and students who participated (3200 students from 19 high schools).

The Students’ Council organizes every year since 2003 the high school students’ “Histrioniada”, which is a seven days’ theatre festival. The last edition took place at Bathory high school and 29 theatre groups participated, 4 of which were from outside Cluj.

Another activity took place on “Europe’s Day” with the aim of informing people about Romania’s integration in the European Union. The initiative belonged to the city hall and it took the form of a project called “European Values and Institutions”. Different personalities related to the subject talked to students about the matter and then the students distributed flyers through out the city.

There are also projects that consist in collecting money from students in order to help people with financial difficulties or orphan children. “Presents for you” and “Easter bunny” are such projects through which children receive presents around Christmas and Easter.

The president of the Students’ Council is proud to say that all these projects are accomplished without any financial help from the exterior and that the students now feel that people listen to what they have to say.

The problem that concerns us the most is the one of defending students’ rights. The Students’ Council informs us about our rights and your role in the community basing on the legislation and the interior order statutes. Generally speaking, what the council does in each school is that it becomes an intermediate between students and teachers or the principal. As Sebi noticed, students find it simpler to talk about their problems with their colleagues rather than with their parents or teachers. That’s why the Council’s job is to listen to their problems and help them. After this interview I convinced myself than the Students’ Council is an active group than has managed to change a few things in our favour. 

So what do you see in school now… the place where you meet your friends or a dangerous place to be, your daily nightmare?

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                                                      CAUSES OF STRESS 
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Comments on the results of interview





Causes of stress:





Romanian pupils found that the curriculum is too heavy (81%) means that they are feeling „overloaded” with information, sometimes too abstract; in the mean time for Kazakstan the causes of stress are the material problems; for Uzbekistan the violent language is the major cause of stress, but for Uzbekistan and Kazakstan heavy curriculum is a second cause; therefore for all three countries heavy curriculum represents a major source of stress.


Heavy schedule represents an important cause of stress for Romania and Kazakstan. For Uzbekistan, this cause is on the forth place. Still, the busy schedule and many hours inside the school building can be stressful. Homework is a source of stress only for Romania, not for the others. What is encouraging is that the pupils are not afraid of teachers-fear of teachers is not anymore a source of stress. As a conclusion the teachers and school are starting to adjust to the need of the younger, hopefully.


The ways in which the pupils seem to perceive the entertainment are:


for the Romanians, the choices are more differentiated; the trips and going out in clubs are important. For all the participants the music(first place for Kazakstan and Uzbekistan, second for Romania). For Uzbekistan, also important is the sport, the show, walk with friends and trips.

They will say something like “Look at him/her and where he/she ended up. Too bad he/she used to be such a good student” or they might say “Look with who he/she ended up with”. And neither of us wants to hear such things about ourselves especially from the teachers, because if we hear it from the students it isn’t such a big problem. Still the opinion of students and mostly of our friends is very important too. Most of the relationships end up because the friends of one of the two said that “he/she isn’t good enough” or “he/she is stupid” or other things that might make us do things that we could regret after a time, when we realise what we lost because of the opinion of others and because we didn’t trust ourselves first.
