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   The Ancient Egyptians lived in a  narrow strip of land along the Nile River (see picture) because the rest of the land in the region was desert. The Nile River, therefore, was a central part of everyday life in Ancient Egypt. They used it to water the land for farming and to take baths. While you're reading, see if you can find some of the other ways that the Ancient Egyptians used the Nile River.
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Factors lead to establishing the Egyptian civilization 

Natural factors

1-The River Nile:

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- The Ancient Egyptians used a different kind of writing than we do. They made letters and words by drawing pictures called hieroglyphs. Some of the hieroglyphs represent letters, and other hieroglyphs represent sounds. 

- The Ancient Egyptian civilization was one of the first to use written language. They wrote on the insides of tombs, on pottery, and on paper called papyrus, which was made out of reeds woven together. We can learn a lot about their life by reading the stories that the pictures tell. 
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Look at the hieroglyph alphabet in the box at the right. Can you find the pictures to spell your name? What else can you spell with this "Egyptian Code"?
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        The pharaoh was supposedly so much better than ordinary Egyptians, that he was actually a god, the son of the Sun-god, Ra. When a pharaoh died, is was believed that he joined Ra in his day boat (the Sun) as he sailed across the sky. The pharaohs built themselves huge burial tombs of stone, the pyramids. Once a pharaoh died, his subjects began a long and intricate process of preserving his body, called mummification. By using the correct chemicals, Egyptians were able to preserve the body of the pharaoh so that it would still be intact in his next life. Mummies that scientists have discovered today are still intact, despite being      over 4000 years old!  to see the case, called the  sarcophagus, that a mummy was found in. Pharaohs were buried deep inside the pyramids, surrounded by all of the things that they might need for their next life. These things included food, jewelry, furniture, even beloved pets, and sometimes a favorite servant who died in order to be able to serve his king when the Pharaoh awoke in the afterlife! The huge pyramids could be seen from all over, however, and were easy targets for thieves to break into and to steal all of these riches. Today, many treasures and artifacts are missing from museums as a result of these grave robbers.

   Ancient Egyptians used to believe that the earth was a flat lump of clay floating on the Nile, which they thought was not just a river, but really a huge ocean. Ancient Egyptians believed that each of the forces of nature were really individual gods. Although different versions exist, is the most popular Ancient Egyptian myth about how the world was formed by these gods.

  All of the Egyptian theories of creation were recorded on a slab of rock, which is today kept in the Egyptian Sculpture Gallery. This record was made a very long time ago and, unfortunately, was once used as a grinding stone. Therefore, much of the text has been worn away forever. 

The Ancient Egyptian priests were also a very important and unique part of their religion, very different from the priests of the 20th century.



Homes
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    There was very little wood in Egypt, so the Egyptians built their homes from bricks of sun-dried mud. These were called adobe homes. The houses would have several rooms and windows covered with curtains to keep out flies and dust. During the summers, many people slept on their roofs to keep cool. Egyptians had very little furniture - usually only small stools and jewelry boxes. 

Family Life 

   The people of ancient Egypt highly valued family life. They treasured children and regarded them as a great blessing. In the lower class families, the mother raised the children. The wealthy and nobility, had slaves and servants that helped take care of the children by attending to their daily needs. If a couple had no children, they would pray to the gods and goddesses for help. They would also place letters at the tombs of dead relatives asking them to use their influence with the gods.

Women even faced the same penalties as men.

Young boys learned a trade or craft from their fathers or an artisan. Young girls worked and received their training at home with their mothers.

    Children were expected to look after their elderly parents. Upon their parents' death, the sons inherited the land, while daughters inherited the household goods such as furniture and jewelry.

Women raise the chldren, take care of the household duties, farms and businesses in the absence of their husbands or sons, and were employed in courts and temples as acrobats, dancers, singers and musicians. Women also worked as professional mourners and perfume makers.
Marriage 

   Peasant girls usually married around the age 12, the boys were a few years older than the girls. The marriages were arranged by parents of the children although some young people chose their own spouse.

 While the ordinary man normally had one wife, the kings always had several. Before the marriage ceremony, an agreement was signed by the couple.

 The pre-nuptial agreement stated that the wife was to receive an allowance from her husband. The contract also stated that any material good the wife brought into the marriage was hers to keep if the marriage ended for any reason. Both could 

Divorce was an option, although it was not common. If a husband treated his wife badly, she would go to her family for help. The wife's family would try to persuade her spouse to change his behavior. If his behavior did not improve the divorce took place. 

Food and Cooking 

Cooking was done in clay ovens as well as over open fires. Wood was used for fuel, even though it was scarce. Food was baked, boiled, stewed, fried, grilled, or roasted.



Food

  The Ancient Egyptians relied on the Nile River for drinking water, fish, and water to grow crops. They used clay ovens to bake bread, which was the most common food. They made the bread out of wheat and used honey, fruit, and herbs to flavor it. 

     Most Egyptians drank beer, and wealthy Egyptians also drank wine. Wealthy families also ate on plates of bronze, silver, and gold. Common families used dishes made of clay. 

  Clothing and Appearance
   Most ancient Egyptians bathed in the Nile River. Wealthy families had separate rooms in their homes for baths. Everyone in Ancient Egypt wore make-up and perfume - even men and servants! Hair styles were much like the ones we see today, but on special occasions men and women wore wigs. 

Clothing was made out of linen. Both men and women wore skirts called kilts, and children usually didn't wear clothes at all in the warm weather. Wealthy women sometimes wore beaded dresses, and wealthy men often wore decorative robes. 

Entertainment

The Nile River was the place where most people in Ancient Egypt went to relax. They used it for fishing, boating, swimming, and boat games. 

    The Ancient Egyptians also loved music, and they often had parties and festivals with music and dancing. 
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   They built two kinds of pyramids - step pyramids and "true" pyramids.          

Pyramids were built in Ancient Egypt as tombs, or burial places, for Egyptian pharaohs, or kings. The Ancient Egyptians believed in an afterlife, so it was very important to them to protect the bodies of their pharaohs. In order to keep the body of the pharaoh safe, the insides of the pyramids were like mazes with secret doors and dead-end passages. The pharaoh would be near the bottom or even underground. Other rooms contained things like jewelry and furniture that the pharaoh might want in his next life. 

How did they make them so big? 

    In Ancient Egypt, there were no tools to build with or trucks to move things with. The Egyptians had to use their hands to make big blocks out of different kinds of sand, clay, and stone. After they made the blocks, they pulled them up big ramps onto the pyramid. 
The largest pyramid ever built was over 450 feet high!! It is called Khufu, but most people just call it the Great Pyramid. It is taller than the Statue of Liberty!! Take a look... 
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      The pyramids are the last wonder of the ancient world - the only ones that haven't been destroyed by time. We can learn a lot about the Ancient Egyptians from what we find in the pyramids.

Economic System:

The Mayans used cocoa beans as money. They also traded goods such as   squash, beans and corn.
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Since the 6th century, Slavic tribes have
played an important role in history, and in-
formation on them has become mare
detailed and complete. Each tribe lived by
itself, and at the head of it was a leader
who was called the prince. The main
occupations of the Ancient Slavs were
agriculture, cattlebreeding, hunting and
fishing. First they had a primitive com-
munal system; later, with the appearance
of private property, military campaigns and
the expansion of production, they formed
the first Slavonic state, known as Rus.

The Russian chronicler Nestor (the end
of the 11th century and the beginning
of the 12th century) describes the life of
the thirteen Slav tribes in his chronicle

“The Tale of Bygone Years”. The lands
of the Eastern Slavs extended from the
Black Sea in the south to the Baltic Sea
in the north.

The ancient Russian State was ruled by
the princes and boyars who were rich
landowners. Each prinece had his own body-
guard. All the rest of the people had to pay
a tribute to him.

    The Makah live on the Northwesternmost part of the continental United States – at the tip of the Olympic Peninsula where the Strait of Juan de Fuca meets the Pacific Ocean. This is a favorable location for trade and for whaling, which was an important part of Makah culture. The Makahs’ life was centered around water. In addition to whales, they caught seals and salmon. They used beautiful canoes made from huge western red cedar trees. The Makah still live at Cape Flattery, Washington, on their own reservation.

The benefits of the whale hunt affected the entire tribe. The used every part of the whale in the same way that the Plains Indians used every part of the buffalo. They used the oil, meat, blubber, bone, sinew, and gut. The right to hunt whale was restored to the Makah in 1999, though it was a controversial decision.
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      A major archaeological find took place at the location of the Makah village of Ozette, where a town was buried by a mudslide about 500 years ago. The mud kept the oxygen out and therefore many beautiful treasures of the tribe were preserved. It is estimated that 40,000 artifacts were found! A museum was built in Neah Bay, Washington, to house many of these treasures.

   There is evidence that the Makah tribe traded with other tribes. For example, we have found baskets with markings from other tribes, as well as coiled baskets which were likely made as potlatch gifts. In exchange for these things, it is believed that the Makah traded whale and seal oil, whalebone, otter and seal fur pelts, and dried fish such as halibut.
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Whaling Hat of a Makah or Nootka Indian

The language of the Makah is called Qwiqwidicciat. It is the same name as the original name of the tribe, which means “people who live by rocks and seagulls,” a reference to the rocky shoreline and the birds of the sea. It is a language in danger of extinction, as only a very few elders still speak this complex language. An effort is underway in the tribe to preserve the language.

The Hopi of the American Southwest

    The Hopi way of living shows how they had to adapt to a harsh environment – heat in the summer, cold in the winter, and often long periods of scarce water. They are part of the ancient grouping of tribes known as the Anasazi, and estimates of how long ago their ancestors arrived in the American Southwest range from 3,000 to 7,000 years ago; the Hopi themselves have been here for 1300 years and are part of a larger designation known as the Pueblo cultures. The Anasazi were known for their cliff dwellings, structures built in seemingly inaccessible parts of cliff walls. Handholds and footholds were often carved into the walls and were known only by the members of the tribe. This helped to assure their security in case of attack. Hopis were farmers, hunters, and gatherers who would grow crops in the fields below and sleep safely in the cliff dwelling above at night. They grew 24 different kinds of maize (corn) that we know of. The Hopi still live in the Southwest on their own reservation in 12 different villages. 

   Cliff dwellings are made of adobe; adobe is made of clay and straw which are baked into hard brick-like material. Large stones cemented together with adobe can also make cliff dwellings. A whole cliff dwelling can contain dozens of units and can be home to an entire clan.
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  The cliff dwelling at Keet Seel, built by ancestors of the Hopi.   

Note that modern access is with a ladder!

  The Hopi are well-known for their distinctive Kachina dolls. These dolls are carved and decorated and represent Hopi gods – the Hopi have over 300 gods. The Hopi believe that the gods come down to earth to help them. Kachina dolls are now highly prized by collectors. The Hopi are also known for their great skill as silversmiths.

Joseph McCoy's cattle trail, projected in 1867 from Abilene to the Red river, followed Chisholm's trail from Wichita to a place south of Kingfisher, Okla. This Texas cattle trail came to be known as the Chisholm trail even beyond the Red river, though most of its distance was an original route and not part of the true Chisholm trail.
